A&O: The Beginning and The End

• He is the beginning of all things and the end of everything. 

• John the Baptist corroborates the eternality of the incarnate Word.

 

• He has made everything beautiful in its time! He has put eternity in their 
hearts!... No one can find out the work that God does from beginning to 
end. (Eccl 3:11). 

• Col 1:18 – Jesus Christ is the head of the body, the church, who is the 
beginning, the firstborn form the dead. All things He may have the 
preeminence. 



A&O: The First and The Last

Isaiah 41:4- Who has performed and done it, Calling the generations from the 
beginning? ‘I, the LORD, am the first; And with the last I am He.’ 

Isaiah 44:6 – “Thus says the LORD, the King of Israel, and his Redeemer, the LORD of 
hosts: ‘I am the First and I am the Last; Besides Me there is no God.

Isaiah 48:12 – “Listen to Me, O Jacob, And Israel, My called: I am He; I am the First, 
I am also the Last.

• As the First and the Last, God’s eternality made it possible to drive out and install nations. 

• To be God is to be sovereign, to be sovereign is to be God. 

• God’s redemptive plan to save His people requires the divine being to be supreme, compassionate, and merciful.    



• He is the author and finisher of our 
faith (Heb 12:2)

• He is the sum and substance of the 
scriptures.

• He is the fulfilling end of the law 

(Matthew 5:17)

• He is the beginning focus and theme of 
the gospel of grace (Eph 2: 8-9). 

• He is the justification before God to the 
final sanctification of His people.
