Monarchy v' Branches of Government Separates Power
* US has the executive, legislative, and judicial branches

_ v' Representatives Make Key Decisions
Medo-Persia  Legislative bodies (e.g., Congress — Representatives & Senate)
« Made up of officials elected by the people

« Laws apply equally to all citizens regardless of status

» Statue of Liberty is similar to ancient Roman goddesses

City-states could be a v Romance Languages and Latin
monarchy, tyranny, » French, Spanish, Italian, Portuguese, and Romanian
oligarchy, or democracy » English alphabet based on the Latin alphabet
